validated laboratory methods having a high correlation to in-use situations. Products 
in scope include: 

o Heavy incontinence products, used by bedridden adult patients. 
o Light incontinence products, used by active adults. 

◼ To turn these methods where appropriate into internationally recognized standards in 
order to assure a wide-ranging application.
